Positions to be filled  

School Council: 

Volunteer Coordinator – This position will be responsible for organizing volunteers for 

various school events including but not limited to; sports day, healthy hunger lunches, 

school dances, book fair, etc.. This is an ideal position for someone who is very social 

and engaged. 

Co-Social Media Person– This person would share in creating engaging, fresh content 

for social media posts on both Facebook and Instagram. This is shared role and would 

require posting regular content that is relevant to our school community.  

General Council Support – This role would require an individual to act as a support for 

other positions if someone is unable to fulfill their role. At many times through the year, 

we need extra council hands to execute volunteer roles for events, to supervise dances, 

to do Costco runs, to help organize on-site fundraising events etc., this is a back up 

position and would be called on only several times a year. 

BSFA: 

Vice Chair of Fundraising – This position reports to and supports the Fundraising 

chairperson in planning and organizing successful fundraising events throughout the 

school year, aligning with the schools’ budgetary needs.  

Treasurer – The treasurer is responsible for overseeing the accounting for the 

Fundraising Committee and School Council.
